Juan Domingo Dávila Willshaw, pintor y artista visual chileno, nació en Santiago, Chile, el 6 de octubre
de 1946.

Entre los años 1965 Y 1969 estudió Derecho y entre 1970 y 1972 ingresó a la Facultad de Bellas Artes de
la Universidad de Chile. En 1974 viajó a Australia y desde esa fecha se radicó en Melbourne.

Durante su residencia en Australia, su obra comenzó a exponerse en forma permanente, en la Galería
Nacional Australiana en Canberra, la Galería Nacional de Victoria en Melbourne, el Melbourne State College y
la Galería de Arte de Australia del Sur, Adelaida.

Ha desempeñado cargos de editor y crítico de arte tanto en Chile como en Australia, destacándose como
editor de la revista Crítica Cultural junto a Nelly Richard, quien le ha dado el soporte teórico a su trabajo creador,
y en la Serie de Monografías Críticas en Melbourne.
